Activity Based Learning Flipped Classroom

Blended Learning is an education program 
(formal or informal) that combines online digital 
media with traditional classroom methods. It 
requires the physical presence of both teacher 
and student, with some element of student 
control over time, place, path, or pace.

While students still attend “brick-and-mortar” 
schools with a teacher present, face-to-
face classroom practices are combined with 
computer-mediated activities regarding 
content and delivery. Blended Learning is also 
used in professional development and training 
settings.

Scenario Based Learning (SBL) uses interactive 
scenarios to support active learning strategies 
such as problem-based or case-based learning. 
It normally involves students working their way 
through a storyline, usually based around an ill-
structured or complex problem, which they are 
required to solve.

Activity Based Learning (ABL) is a subset of 
Experiential Learning where students learn 
at their own pace through teacher-facilitated 
exercises.

The core premise of ABL is based on doing 
some hands-on experiments and activities. The 
idea of ABL is rooted in the common notion that 
students are active learners rather than passive 
recipients of information. If they are provided 
the opportunity to explore on their own along 
with an optimum learning environment, then 
the learning becomes joyful and long-lasting.

The Flipped Classroom is a pedagogical model 
in which the typical lecture and homework 
elements of a course are reversed. Short video 
lectures are viewed by students at home before 
the class session, while in-class time is devoted 
to exercises, projects, or discussions. The video 
lecture is often seen as the key ingredient in the 
flipped approach, such lectures being either 
created by the instructor and posted online or 
selected from an online repository.

While a pre-recorded lecture could certainly 
be a podcast or other audio format, the ease 
with which video can be accessed and viewed 
today has made it so ubiquitous that the flipped 
model has come to be identified with it.

The Wood Shop is a place where the students 
explore the fundamentals of woodwork and 
carpentry getting deep insight into the use of 
Timber. Students make use of hand and power 
tools to develop various joineries and products 
by performing planning, sawing and chiselling 
operations.

Paint Shop

The Fitting Shop is a place where the students 
refine their products to achieve desired shapes, 
size and accuracy, through various finishing 
operations such as marking, filing, chipping, 
sawing, scraping, drilling, reaming, tapping, 
threading and grinding etc. The Fitting Shop 
includes, Machine Vice, Bench and Hand Drill 
Machine, Angle Grinder 540W with Angle 
Polisher Attachment, and various files etc.

Students work with water 
and solvent-based paints, varnishes, various 
surface treatment agents, oils and waxes for 
this process using paint spraying booths.

Plastic Shop

Plastic Shop is a place where students learn 
to turn plastic into permanent objects such as 
protective covers by identifying and acquainting 
with suitable materials. Students learn to design 
wood, machined aluminum molds, which are 
used to develop different shapes with the use 
of vacuum forming machines.

The Avantika Innovation and Incubation Center (AIIC) aims to create an entrepreneurial ecosystem 
on the campus that can facilitate connections and speed up innovative ideas from concept to reality. 
The team assists student incubatees in creating a sustainable, scalable, and profitable business 
model by developing the culture of growth-oriented entrepreneurship through boot camps, training, 
mentorship, facilitating investments, and connecting to a strong network of mentors or investors who 
would provide sector-specific knowledge and real-world practical guidance.

MP Government Scholarship

The scholarship is administered to the students 
belonging to SC/ST/OBC category by the 
Government of Madhya Pradesh based on 
annual income of the family.

Vikram Scholarship

A merit-cum-means scholarship applicable 
to deserving students, with the quantum of 
scholarship to be determined based on the 
annual income of parents.

•	 Use of any electrical appliances other than 
the room fixtures is strictly prohibited.

•	 At the end of the academic year, the student 
shall hand over the charge of his/ her room 
with all furniture and fixtures to the hostel 
warden.

•	 Students shall maintain decorum and 
dignity, and shall not create any nuisance.

•	 Consumption of alcohol, restricted drugs 
or smoking, is strictly prohibited within 
campus.

•	 Avantika University is a fully  vegetarian 
campus and consumption of non-
vegetarian food inside the campus is strictly 
prohibited, non-negotiable and punishable 
under the laws of the university.

•	 Students are not allowed to go outside the 
campus between 8:00 pm to 6:00 am.

•	 Students going outside the campus have to 
obtain prior permission from their parents/ 
guardians. The duly signed permission 
form has to be handed over to the Warden 
at least 24 hours before leaving campus.

•	 Students shall not allow any guests in their 
rooms without the prior permission of the 
Warden.

Students Rights

All alleged violations of rules and regulations 
of the university would be resolved by this 
process. The implementation may vary from 
case to case, and depend on the severity and 
intensity of the violation. The process consists 
of the following steps:

•	 Report of the event/ activity to the grievance 
cell.

•	 Preparation of initial enquiry report by 
grievance cell.

•	 Depending on the initial enquiry, the 
university or reporter may decide to 
resolve the issue by informal counseling of 
member(s) involved.

•	 In some cases, the university may 
recommend a grievance committee hearing 
process with both parties.

Confidentiality

Avantika University understands and 
respects individual rights. All aspects of AHP 
are maintained private and all participants 
(reporter and respondent), and members of the 
investigation and hearing committee in an AHP 
will be informed that confidentiality should 
be strictly followed in order to enhance the 
integrity of the investigation.

The railway 
station at Ujjain is 14 km (8 
miles) from the campus, and 
the one at Indore is 50 km (31 
miles) from the campus.
